Values Night 

What a fantastic night we had at school last night. It was great to see 

so many families joining with our staff to enjoy a sausage, or two and 

talk about what we all value at Mooroopna Park Primary School. It 

was also terrific to see lots of children and their parents playing our 

E.Q games and activities. The children really enjoy the games while 

they learn more about their self-control, self awareness, managing 

relationships, empathy and self-motivation (emotional intelligence 

core values). We spend at least one hour each day focusing on 

developing emotional intelligences in our students. By learning 

through games, children find it easier and more enjoyable to develop 

the necessary social skills for life. They are also having fun, which is 

the best way to learn. My thanks go to everyone, parents, staff and 

students for making the night so successful and so much fun. Thank 

you.  

 

Attendance 

Research has shown that students make the best academic and social 

gains if they regularly attend school and that they are on time at the 

start of the school day. Most of our students are punctual and do have 

good attendance records. Some of our students are often late for 

school, or frequently miss whole days of school. A student who 

doesn’t arrive at school until 10:00am can quickly find that they have 

missed up to 3 of 4 days of school for the month. This really impacts 

on their learning.  When teachers test children who are often absent or 

late for school they can discover that although they might have taught 

a particular concept to their class, late or absent children have 

obviously not learnt that key concept and need extra help to catch up. 

We know that the responsibility for student attendance is shared 

between home and school. Please can you help your child get the most 

out of their school experiences by helping them to be on time and 

regularly attending school? Illness is understandable and we appreciate 

a phone call or a note when the child returns.
